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EATING OUT
Coffee shops:
Unflavored coffee does not 
present a problem, including 
the various roasts, i.e. French 
roast, Spanish roast etc. 
Flavoring always needs a good 
Hashgacha.  Some coffee 
shops such as Starbucks 
have the flavoring in a bottle, 
and one can check for kosher 
certification on the label. Those 
that use flavored beans would 

need a good Hashgacha on the 
roasting house. The addition of 
milk is not a problem beyond 
Cholov Stam in countries when 
one can rely on the milk being 
kosher. Half and Half needs 
Hashgacha when it contains 
preservatives.  One should 
drink the coffee in a disposable 
cup as the mugs used may be 
used for non kosher hot coffee 
as well. 
Cruise Ships and Hotels
Resorts on occasion advertise 
Kosher meals with full 
supervision. In cases where 
the facility does not include 
a Kosher kitchen, the hotel 
is usually happy to provide 
ample airline-style meals for its 
guests. These can be heated 
in the non-Kosher ovens as 
they are double wrapped for 
this purpose. In addition, one 
can order gourmet meals from 
caterers who specialize in 
mail order Glatt Kosher meals. 
These too are double wrapped 
and sealed to allow heating in 
a non-Kosher oven. Most of 
these establishments are most 
agreeable to provide cup of 
fruits upon request as well.
Kosher Restaurant or Caterer
One of the difficult decisions 
that one must make when 
choosing a Kosher Restaurant 
or Caterer is how to determine 
the Kosher standard and what 
separates one from the next
One of the main determining 
factors as to the reliability of 
an establishment will be the 
level of Hashgacha provided. 

There are various types of 
food establishments and each 
may need different levels of 
supervision. The need for 
Hashgacha will depend on 
it’s being for meat, fish, dairy, 
Shomer Shabbos owners, non 
Jewish owners, etc.
Meat restaurants or catering: 
In general needs Shomer 
Shabbos person on site at all 
times. This will exclude those 
restaurants that are owned 
and operated by their non 
Shomer Shabbos owners and 
have occasional visits from the 
Rabbi.
Fish restaurants or catering:  
The same as with meat applies. 
Hashgacha Temidis is needed.
Vegetarian restaurants:  The 
severe issue of insects is 
prevalent as well as non kosher 
wine and grape juice being 
used among the ingredients.
Dairy or pizza restaurants: 
These often do not require 
Hashgacha Temidis. However, 
as will all of the above, each 
case may vary as to how much 
it must be watched. 
Yogurt shops: A common ploy 
is for the non Jewish or non 
Shomer Shabbos owner to put 
signs in front of the machines 
bearing a Hechscher, claiming 
to be using a mix from that 
reliable Hechscher. Obviously 
this is meaningless, as we 
cannot rely on such claims.
Ice cream stores: There are 
franchise stores that must use 
the company’s product and 
one can assume that they are 
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doing so as the penalty would 
be great if they vary. Than 
there are other types that are 
independent that are allowed 
to use many ingredients of their 
own choosing, and will need 
supervision on each and every 
store.
Maaris Ayin: Taking a kosher 
burger into a McDonalds to 
meet a non Jew who will be 
eating non kosher would be a 
classic case of Maaris Ayin. A 
normal person would have the 
right to assume that he sees 
the Jew eating a burger in a 
non kosher burger restaurant. 
However drinking water there, 
or eating something kosher in 
a hotel continental breakfast 
would be be a problem.
Amusement Parks, Movie 
Theaters, Sport Stadiums: dry 
roasted peanuts in the shell do 
not pose a problem. However, 
fresh popcorn cannot be used 
in any of the above locations. 
Even when the vendor displays 
a kosher oil being used at 
this time, we have no way of 
ascertaining that non-Kosher oil 
was not used until now. If butter 
is being used it too may be of 
a non Kosher origin. The beer 
and soda are often Kosher. 
Take Out:  Often this may 
resolve a situation where one 
needs to eat in a place that 
does not have Kosher food on 
hand. Whether in Alaska or 
Hawaii, cruise ship or plane, 
non-Kosher home or hotel, one 
can always have a gourmet 
meal on hand with proper 
preparation. Many reliable 
kosher food outlets gladly ship 
food to anywhere in the world, 
be it a hotel, cruise line or other. 
Following are some of the 
reliable ones:
In general, when eating out, 
one needs to determine with 
each establishment  “does it 
make sense”. We have had 
many scandals recently in 
places that could have been 
looked at better and were not.

ERETZ YISROEL

• Cotton Candy alert:  
Strawberry flavored 
cotton candy (barcode 
7640103867013) manufactured 
in Indonesia is being 
marketed as Kosher under the 
supervision of Rabbi Yaakov 
Hochberg of Canada.  The 
Chief Rabbinate has not 
approved the item.
• An item such as Ben & Jerry 
Ice Cream in Israel may exhibit 
an “O/Ud” or O/U Israel”.  There 
is reason for the difference.  
The ice cream marked “O/U 
Israel” is Cholov Yisroel while 
the “O/Ud” is not on the same 
standard.  Ben and Jerry Israel 
is also under the supervision of 
Belz Machzikei Hadas Mehadrin 
supervision.
• Merlo Wine alert:  Ein Kerem 
Merlo Sira Wine 2006 (barcode 
7290003541430) states it is 
Mehadrin min ha’Mehadrin 
under the supervision of Rabbi 
Dov Lior Shlita and the O/U 
USA, kosher for Passover.  An 
inspection reveals the wine is a 
fraud and it does not have any 
Kosher supervision.
• Shmitah alert:  Chief 
Rabbinate inspectors have 
learned some farmers are 
seling goods with forged bills of 
lading claiming the produce is 
“Kedushat Shvi’itOtzar Bit Din” 
while in actuality, there is no 
Kashrut supervision at all, not 
on matters pertaining to tevel, 
orla or Shmitah.  These bogus 
forms have legitimate-looking 
stamps and may easily fool a 

non discerning eye.
The Rabbinate points out that 
Shmitah has all but expired 
on most items and therefore, 
buyers should be aware 
That laws of Trumot and 
Maasrot are applicable once 
again and one must always 
remain alert to the matter of 
Orla (fruits of the first 3 years).  
• Alei HaSharon Bug Free 
Greens alert:  The Zichron 
Yaakov and Jerusalem 
Rabbinates report the 
supervision has been revoked 
from the Alei HaSharon Co. 
producing bug-free greens.  It 
appears that the company failed 
to comply with the protocol set 
forth by the Chief Rabbinate 
of Israel for growing bug-free 
greens.
• The Kosher supervision was 
removed from the Zohara 
Restaurant (2 Bilu Street) by 
the Rechovot Rabbinate.
• The Tel Aviv Rabbinate has 
revoked its supervision from 
The Pargiot Metamel HaGrill 
Restaurant (23 Carlebach St.) 
• The Tel Aviv Rabbinate has 
revoked its supervision from 
the Bar Kokis Restaurant (31 
Sheirit Yisrael St.)
• The Ta’ami Restaurant on 
HaSharon St. has baked goods 
under the label “Gidron” that 
displays the certification of 
the Petach Tikvah Rabbinate.  
However this product is not 
under any Kosher supervision.
• Lo Katchina Pizza in upper 
Nazareth (Shoshanim St.) has 
lost its Kosher supervision.
• The local Rabbinate of 
Herziliya has revoked its 

supervision from the Sim Sim 
Thai Box Restaurant (56 Ben 
Gurion St.) as of Feb 2009.
• Garin Tavlin Nuts (Shoshanim 
St.) has lost its supervision.
• ThePark Plaza and Sole 
Marine Hotels in Nahariya are 
no longer under local Rabbinate 
supervision.
• Rabbi Tzuri Ne’eman no 
longer gives supervision (along 
with the Brener Regional 
Rabbinate) to the Mesach 
Helman Co.
• Justic Hala Gerstel, the 
president of Petach Tikvah 
District Court, is personally 
assisting Israel’s O/K Kashrus 
officials, seeking to block the 
distributionof Yayin Nesech, 
marked erroneously as Kosher 
wine under the O/K supervision.  
The wine is distributed under 
the label “Gilgal”, originating in 
Romania.  The bottles display 
an O/K supervision symbol on 
the label but the product is not 
under its supervision and is 
NOT Kosher.  
• The Meir Yechezkel import 
company wqs apprehended 
trying to bring traif meats into 
te Ra’anana area.  In one case, 
he sold lamb fat to a Kosher 
store, exhibiting a bogus 
Kosher certificate.  No products 
carrying his label should be 
used
• Although Artichoke Hearts 
under the name “Shenzin” area 
advertised as Kosher Mehadrin 
under the supervision of SKS 
(Av Beit Din of Ashkelon), in fact 
this product is not certified by 
this Kashrus organization and 
should not be used (due to bug 
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19infestation in artichoke hearts).
• Muskat Lunch Bar Restaurant, 
at 24 Ta’as St. in Kfar Saba, 
was recently discovered to 
have used lamb fat that was 
not from a Kosher source.  
The establishment’s Kashrus 
certificate was immediately 
revoked.
• Tel Megiddo Restaruant has 
lost its Kosher supervision
• The Spoons Café on 3 
HaNasi St. has had its Kashrus 
certificate revoked, but still 
advertises as Kosher.
• The Kosher certification of 
Birchat Yosef Bakery in the 
Be’er Tuvia Industrial Park 
has been revoked due to non-
compliance.
• Biankini Restaurant in Kikar 
Denia has an unauthorized 
Nezer HaHidur Kashrus but 
does not have a Rabbanut 
certification.
• Asiatic Bar at 103 Herzl 
in Kikar jDenia has an 
unauthorized Nezer HaHidur 
Kashrus certification but 
odes not have a Rabbanut 
certification.
• Terminal Restaurant on 15 
Ben-Tzion Gliss St.in Petach 
Tikvah has had its Kashrus 
certification revoked.
• Sima’s Shwarma on 74 Orlev 
St. in Petach Tikvah has had its 
Kashrus certification revoked.
• Sbarro Restaurant in Tel 
Aviv at the New Bus Station 
(5th Floor) has hadits Kashrus 
certification revoked, but has 
refused to hand in the certificate 
to the Kashrus organization.
• Grill Bar in Tel Aviv at 47 
Yehuda Halevy St.  has 
had its Kashrus certification 
revoked had refuses to turn in 
the certificate to the Kashrus 
organization.
• Chantalo Restaurant on 58 
Yehuda HaMaccabi St in Tel 
Aviv displays a sign in their 
window that indicates that 
establishment as being Kosher 
but there is no certification 
from any Kosher certifying 
organization.
• Gerba Restaurant at 330  
Dizengoff St. in Tel Aviv has 

had their Kosher certification 
revoked.
• Yafeh Te’amim Restaurant 
at a6 Antiochus St. in Tel Aviv 
advertises as “glatt Kosher”, 
but in fact has no Rabbinate 
supervision.
• Shwarma, on the corner of 
Livinsky St. and 13 Merchavia 
St. in Tel Aviv advertises as 
Mehadrin without Rabbinate 
supervision.
• Metamel Sharazad Restaruant 
in Dizengoff center in Tel Aviv 
displays a photocopy of a 
Kashrus certificate but in fact 
does NOT have Rabbinate 
supervision.
• AM PM Supermarket in 
Tel Aviv (also called “Kol Bo 
Sholom”) at 9 Ahad HaAm St. 
has a bakery on the premises 
that advertises itself as Kosher, 
but the certificate is outdated 
and the store refuses to return 
it to the Kosher supervising 
agency.
• The Haifa Rabbinate reports 
a firm called Absrect Catering 
is advertising itself as Kosher 
under the supervision of the 
Haifa Rabbinate.  This catering 
hall, infact is NOT under 
the supervision of the Haifa 
Rabbinate and should not be 
used by Kosher consumers.
• Rosh Hanikra Restaurant 
is not under Rabbinate 
supervision
• Chaim Dahan Butcher Shop at 
11 Jabotinsky St. does not have 
Kosher supervision and the 
Kashrus certification stating that 
it is under the supervision of the 
Ramie Rabbinate is fraudulent.
Bakala Cod Fish, sold whole 
without heads are extremely 
insect infested and consumers 
are urged to only purchase 
fish with a reliable Kashrus 
Hechsher.
